Staff and volunteers
screened 24,251 children
and 4,177 adults, result-
ing in 6,317 vision care
referrals for children and
1,213 vision care referrals
for adults.

Our referral rates stand at
26.04 percent for chil-
dren. Of those referred,
PBI worked with 275
children and 411 adults
who were uninsured or
underinsured to arrange
more than $363,000

Vision is one of our most treasured
senses, yet too often it is taken for
grantedd too often sight is lost need-
lessly when a simple vision screening
could help catch vision impairments in
children before it puts them at an un-
necessary disadvantage, as well as de-
tect eye diseases in adults so they can
seek treatment before the damage be-
comes potentially irreversible.

For children, 80 percent of learning is
visual, yet one in every four school-
age children and one in 20 preschool-
age children has an undiagnosed vision
disorder that can have a devastating
affect on his or her learning and devel-
opment if left untreated. These chil-
dren are often the ones who end up
falling behind or acting up in class due
to simple inability to see the black-
